232  Experimental Music Ensemble 
Miles    Module 1  T, R   5:00-6:00 p.m.  CHL Music Room 
For the past several years, New Music New College (NMNC) has united students, faculty, and members of the Sarasota 
community in the performance of adventurous vocal music by composers such as John Cage and Karlheinz Stockhausen.  
NMNC’s focus in the spring will be Social Studies , a group of experimental compositions by Professor Stephen Miles, scheduled 
for performance on Sunday, March 16, at 3:00 p.m., in College Hall.  These vocal compositions explore the social dimensions of 
musical performance: each piece is a sonic game that uses a specific social process-affiliation, resistance, subversion, 
negotiation-as its generative principle.   The Social Studies are verbally notated and inclusive: no formal training in music is 
required for participation. 
 
233  The Analysis of Prose Fiction 
Schatz    Module 2  W  12:30-3:20  CHL 215 
This course is intended for exp erienced students of literature who would benefit from supervised practice in writing analytical 
essays.  Students will be required to read two short stories each week and to produce a total of five essays, varying in length from 
two to eight pages.  Students will meet individually with the instructor and as a group to identify problems and to discuss 
strategies for writing more effectively and confidently.  Assigned texts by American, British, and Russian writers will be selected 
primarily from the Norton Anthology (6th edition); stories by Nikolai Gogol, Fyodor Dostoevsky, and Vladimir Nabokov, which 
are not included in the anthology, will also be required.  The course will provide a comfortable working environment for serious 
students.  Students will be evaluated on demonstrated effort towards improved written expression.  Limited to ten students.  A 
brief recommendation from the contract sponsor would be helpful in making an informed selection of participants. 
 
234  Post -Communist Economies in Transition 
Novikov      M   5:00-8:00   CHL 215 
This course will explore the theory, practice, reform and transition of the Soviet-type communist economy or Administrative 
Command System (ACS). Knowledge of the ACS is especially relevant now that post-communist nations in East-Central Europe 
and the former Soviet Union are becoming market economies and political democracies. Against this background, economics of 
transition will be discussed. Particular attention will be devoted to the following issues: the appropriate speed of transition, 
privatization, restructuring, corporate governance, banking and financial markets, growth, and macroeconomic stability. 
 
235  Politics of Transnational Migration (Advanced Seminar)  
Pak      T, R   10:30-11:50  CHL221 
Transnational migration presents rich material for social science investigation.  This course introduces students to the political 
dimensions of the human drama of migration, by moving beyond media coverage and politicians' rhetoric to consider the political 
processes shaping migration.  We will study entry control and integration policy in advanced industrial countries that receive 
immigrants (or not), and the political activities of the migrants themselves.  Throughout we will be particularly concerned with 
the relationship between political process and social theory, specifically addressing how national identity, citizenship, and gender 
are articulated in the politics of transnational migration. 
Prerequisites: Intermediate course work in political science (or other social sciences with permission of instructor)
